Grimmway Farms: In 1968 the Grimm brothers, Bob and Rod, set up their first roadside produce stand. Today, Grimmway is one of the largest produce farming operations in the world. 

Bunny Luv: In 1995, Grimmway Farms purchased Mike Yurosek and Sons. Grimmway acquired the well-known Bunny Luv brand, and the position as the number one grower, processor, and shipper of carrots in the world.
King Pak: In 2001, Grimmway Farms purchased King Pak Farms. King Pak was a thriving potato growing, packing, and shipping operation in Edison, CA. The acquisition joined together two of Kern County’s highly respected 
farming families [1]. 


Products: 

Grimmway Farms is the worldwide, market-share leader
. The company believes in providing good value at an honest price and does business with integrity, no matter the size or scope of the company [1].
 

Grimmway is the number one supplier of Baby Carrots, with the widest variety of sizes available—including snack-size packs for school lunches, travel, or other grab-and-go occasions. Other healthy varieties include: diagonally sliced bias cut carrots for soups, stews, or side dishes; carrot chips carrot crisps, carrot stixx, crinkle cut coins, and shredded carrots; and 24-count bunch carrots with green tops intact, jumbo carrots, and long, smooth table carrots.

Grimmway produces red and russet potatoes, the hallmarks of King Pak Farms, and citrus fruit varieties—including lemons, Navel and Valencia oranges, Minneola tangelos, and grapefruits. Grimmway also produces carrot juice and carrot juice based products like soup bases, vegetable blends, condiment formulation, and flavor additives [1].  


Organic:










Organic farming methods rely on natural resources—organic produce is grown without the use of synthetic pesticides, fertilizers, herbicides or fumigants, and is never genetically engineered, modified, or irradiated.




Products labeled “certified organic” have been grown and processed according to strict standards. California Certified Organic Farmers (CCOF) annually inspects farms and facilities to ensure that no harmful chemicals have been used for at least three years, that foods are processed using sustainable methods, and that growers and processors keep detailed records of their practices [1].




Cal-Organic Farms, Grimmway Farms’ organic division, began in 1983. Today, the business has grown to thousands of certified organic acres and includes 60 different year-round vegetable items including carrots, potatoes, onions, lettuce, and melons. It remains family owned and operated. Cal-Organic is located in Lamont, California at the southern most end of the pristine 
San Joaquin Valley, 15 miles southeast of the city of Bakersfield. Other areas outside of the San Joaquin Valley 
include the Tehachapi Mountains, Antelope Valley and the Coachella and Imperial Valleys. Cal-Organic cites its success to be its ability to capitalize on its knowledge of sustainable farming, its passion to provide the best service for customers, and its sense of responsibility to preserve the planet [1].

Kosher: 










“Kosher” is Hebrew for fit or proper, and is used to describe foods that are prepared in accordance with Jewish dietary laws. Fruits and vegetables are considered kosher. However, when yielding produce some non-kosher elements can be harvested with the produce. Kosher consumers are careful to eliminate any of these unwelcome elements.









Grimmway Farms has received kosher certification from the Orthodox Union (OU) in New York. All of the processed carrots are kosher certified [1]. 

Food Safety:


Grimmway Farms’ safety standards are among the highest in the industry. It has been awarded Shield #002 for participation and acceptance in the USDA Qualified Through Verification (QTV) program; third party auditors include USDA, AIB, Siliker Labs, Scientific Certification Systems, and Davis Fresh Technologies. Grimmway’s agricultural practices include monthly self-audits, quarterly third party program audits, and an annual intensive 3-day third party audit. Each field is audited prior to harvest and all new contracted growers must complete a self-audit. An additional third party may review audit reports. Mock recalls are completed and documented often, with one of five most probable scenarios. An isolated Pathogen Laboratory for environmental testing provides Grimmway with results in 24 to 48 hours [1]

Nutrition & Benefits: 








Carrots are especially beneficial to the eyes because of beta-carotene. It not only gives the carrot its name and bright orange color, it also converts to Vitamin A in the body which helps improve vision. The Vitamin A forms a purple pigment called rhodopsin, which enhances the effectiveness of the light-sensitive area of the retina and also helps the eye to see in dim. Also, the beta-carotene in carrots is an anti-oxidant that fights free radicals, which contribute to cancer, stroke, heart disease and macular degeneration.








The natural fiber in carrots can trap beta-carotene, making it difficult for your body to extract. By cooking carrots slightly, the beta-carotene is freed from the fiber allowing the body to absorb it better. Carrot can also be blended into juice. This actually breaks apart the fibers, allowing the beta-carotene direct access for absorption. 









Carrots also contain a specific type of fiber called calcium pectate, which may lower blood cholesterol. In addition these carrots boost immunity, especially among older people, reduce photosensitivity, help heal minor wounds and injuries, cleanse the liver, help fight infection, help fight anemia, reduce acne, fight bronchitis, and improve the health of muscle, flesh, and skin [1].
